Mecurio is already riding
novice bulls which are harder to ride than beginner bulls though easier than professional
level. On February 24th he got 7.6 seconds and eight seconds is the time to beat. When
it comes to judging the bull, the main criteria are difficulty to ride and movement.
Judges consider factors like spin, directional changes, kicks, drops and body rolls.
